AGRICULTURAL MEETINGS—The
first week in January will be a very
busy one around the Department of
Agriculture.  The short courses in
agriculture and household science
open on Monday, January 4. In all
there are about 350 applicants, but
only 25 can be accepted in the house-
hold science department at one time,
80 that even although the course will
be.repeated several times it will not
be possible to accommodate all this
year who desire to take it. The agri-
cultural classes will be conducted in
the Agricultural Hall and will consist
of practical demonstrations and lec-
tures. Live stock will be a most im-
portant part, and Professor W. J. Reid
will be assisted by a man from the
Federal Department of Agriculture.
In field crops Professors Davison and
Tenant will be assisted by Mr. J. A,
Clarke, Superintendent of the Experi-
mental Farm. The programme 1s now
being arranged and will be completed
in a few days. There is still room for
applicants in the short course in agri-
culture, and everyone who is anxious
to attend should apply at once. Rail-
way fares and the scholurship of $2 a
week will be given thosz wiio com-
plete the course in a satisfactory
manner.
