In the rush and tear of the rac-
ing season we forgot to comment
in these notes on the death of
George Starr, age 93, who passed
away at Loulsville, Kentucky, Auz-
ust 28th. Starr became early at-
tracted to horses, as did his broth-
r Frank, and not only raced in
the United States but also in Eur-
ope. He was one of the most suc-
cessful men ever connected with
the sport, His first employer was
the late W. H, Doble, whose son
Budd drove Nancy Hanks to a
world'’s trotting record of 2.04% in
892, Other people for whom Starr
trained included Monroe Salisbury,
who was given the sobriquet of
“Kingmaker” hecause of the many
horses which he brought out and
raced as winners or record break-
ers. Starr also trained and raced
horses for Willlam Simpson, own-
er of the famous stallions McKin-
ne{ and Axworthy for which he
paid
