It is true that in another pafrt of
the Basis,— (Section B. 9 a)— ‘there
is an incidental descriptive,expression
As follows:— “a body of men special-
ly chosen and set apart or ordained
for that work, who shall jointly con-
stitute the Session.” :

Even if this latter incidental ex-
pression were correct, there is no
mention of “elder.” The men chosen
might be set apart, or they might be
ordained. There is' nothing definite.
All ig left to the General Council of
‘the proposed new Church.

But the word ‘“ordained” has no
right to be in that incidental expres-
sion; for in the Rule for the informa-
tion of the “Session” it is not found.
This is an instance of the immature,
self-contradictory character of the
Basis of Union.

It is therefore absolutely correct to
sdy that in the Basis of Unfon the
ordained Ruling Elder has
no place. Further it is
just as absolutely certain that if
this strong Presbyterian feature could
not get into the Rules of the Basis,
before Union, it would never get into
the- new Church after Union.

Will' Presbyterians consent to sur-
render the Scripturial Office of the Or-
dained Ruling Elder, a main pillar of
the Presbyterian Charch through all
her long and glorious history?

ATH BATALIN

OF NOVA SCOTIA
IN BRILLIANT ACTION

OTTAWA, Oct. 17—The 256th Nova
Scotia' Battalion of the Second Cana-
dian Division has had its baptism of
fire' and has shewn its mettle. In the
fierce fighting of last week four Ger-
man mines were exploded on the line
held by the Nova Scotiang. Thirty
men were killed or wounded and for
the moment the troops, for the first
time under fire, fell back to escape the
hail of death.” But they then rallied
and with fixed ‘bayonets went at the
oncoming ~ Germans. They drove
them back and with a rush recaptured
every foot of the ground yielded in the
first confusion of the mine explosions.
They won back their trenches and held
them inflicting severe losses on the
enemy and taking quick vengeance
for the loss of their comrades.

That i8 the report received by Major
General Sam Hughes, in response to
a cabled inquiry he made a couple of
days ago when he heard a rumour to
the effect that a Nova Scotia regiment
had been blown up by German mines
and that the enemy had pouréd into
the gap.  Despite the trying test that
would have shaken veterans the men
from Nova Scotia rallied and saved
the situation.

In the proposed Union there is only
one time of the year when they can
extent a Call, Viz.,, at the Annual
Meeting of the Settlement Committee.
a body of men with absolute powers,
mostly at a distance from the individ-
ual congréegation. ;

If that Call should nbt succeed,or if
the Settlement Committee declines to
allow it, the congregation must wait
for a year,  until the next Annual
Meeting of the Settlement, before
they can give another Call, and they
must tdke, for the year, such supply
as may be sent to them.

Further, the Settlement Committee
has power, not only to decline to ap-
point the minister called, but to ap-
point any minister they may choose,
to any congregation. The words are
these—"Thg right of appointment
shall rest with the Settlement Com-
mittee.” .

True, the Settlement Committee”
“shall comply as far as possible with
the expressed wishes of ministers and
charges,” but ‘that same Committee is
the sole judge of how far it should or
will comply with these wishes. From
that Settlement Committee there is
no appeal. Even to the Conference
(Synod) that appoints it, it reports
“for information only.” -
