Admits Own Guilt
But Defends Broth-

NEW YORK, Dec. 22 —(AP) —
—F. Donald Coster-Musica’s ex-
lanation of the scandal involv-
his firm —a  half-coherent
denunciation of Wall Street, a sub-
stantial admission of his own
culpability and a defence of his
brothers —was made public today
as the Government began in-
vestigation of men who profited by
knowledge of the master swindler’s
past career as Philip Musica.
In a letter written in the last
desperate hours of his life Coster-
Musica told his side of the story
