sig placed upon the doctrine of God's!
Immanence, if there be such a thing |
in the world as New Theology then |
we must recognize the fact that its|
fundamental postulate is the Im.man—|
ence of God; in fact one might say:
that in considering God's Immanence
we are really involved in the quest-
icn of New Theology. It is this which
lends importance to our subject and
to sustain the point I use a few il-
lustrations : Dr. Warschauer, who
stood forth as the defender of Rev.
R. J. Campbell against his assail-
ants and who recently confesse® his
mistake in so doing, has this to say
in his ““The New.Evangel,” ‘‘the di-
vine immanence, alike neglected by
the agmostic philosophy.of the last
generation, and by the theology ,-
gainst which Agnosticism proved so
damaying, furnishes that hgsal cer-
tainty from which the New Theology
deduces its whole system.’’ Listen to
Rhoudda Williams as he replies to
objections- against the use of the
term ‘‘New Theology.’’ ‘‘I maintain
its justification, Ity foundamental ides
that God is really in His World and
not eutside it is not new, but the
adjustment of all other theological
doctrines to this idea in the light of
the present dWy knowledge, is new.'’
When I turn to the eirenicon om the
New Theology offered by Dr. Ballard
I find that he gives first place to the
claim of which New. Theology for the
Immanence of God. If we open that
famous book of Rev. R. J. Campbell
we are fair in judgment when we
claim that all its positions are tra-
ceable to this one great basis of
God’s Immanence. We know also that
this is the doctrine around which
Fhere wages that unbending warfare
in The Roman Catholic Church knowp
to us as ‘‘Modernism.’’ If more evi-
dence were needed 1 think it would
be conceded that every preacher,
modern in spirit has comsciously or
unconsciously adjusted all his doc-
trine conceptions to this one great
doctrine of God’s Immanence.

I have thus multiplied the referen-
ces s0 that we might see clearly
how important and practical are the
issues involved in this discussion
and seeing this we are now ready tc’o
enquire whethér we gain or lose by
this much emphasized test of our
faith. It can easily Le shown I belje-
ve that rather than having anything
here %o fear we find much to strenyth
en and sustain our faith.

When we affirm the Immanence of
God we are certainly taking our
stand upon a spiritual basis and we
do not act our part well if we allow
this doctrine to Le presented as
though it were a discovery of New
Theology, or a product of new times.
It is scriptural, and that means it
is ancient, who would desire strom-
ger uguage with which to express
this phase of truth than that used in
Psalm 139. O Lord thou hast search-
ed me and known me. Thou knowest
my down sitting and mine uprising,
whither shall I yo from Thy spirit,
or whither shall I flee from thy pre-
sence, It I ascend up into heaven
thou art there.

Le held forth as a proof and symbol
of a God immanent in all changes
from the formation o! an Electron,
to the formation of a crystal, from
the guidance of an atom to the
guidance of an earthquake upon the
Straits of Meswina, "In view of
what we know of nature’s ways there
is need for just such a conception of
Deity as His Immanence presents. As
Dr. Ballard says in ‘‘The True God’’
Pages 85 and 8¢ : ‘‘The Deisno which
only permits of the thought of an
absentee God, and the careless an-
thropcmophism:  which suggests for
worship little more than a magni-
fied man, are both alike as insuffici-
ent for all the higher needs
of the modern humaniy, as
they are irreconcilable with'that lar-
ger monotheigmd whjith alone\ is con-
sistent with monism. Again he
says : ‘‘It cannot be too plainly stat
ed that todays acquaintance with the
extent and methods of nature, com.
pels the choice Letween Divine Im-
manence and Divime vacuity. And the
Theism which protests against the
latter must increasingly embody the
former.”” When therefore God is
placed im this relation to the uni-
verse we are in a position to reply
to the materialist who says : ‘‘All is
Law,” by replying: ‘All is God,”
for law is but the evidence of His
Immanence.

With this belief it is manifest that
it is not so necessary mow as it
was formerly to solicit the evidence
from miracles in order to prove
God’s existence in His world. It
would be stramge indeed if it were
thought, that only the extraordin-
ary, the supernatural, the miracu-
lous were signs of intelligence. Sure-
ly the regular course of nature with
its unbroken order of . day, . and
night, and month, i and seasons,
speaks as truly of the God who fills
the Universe with Hinzself as does
the special, or supermatural course
which we call a miracle, appropos in-
deed are the {llustrations of Dr.
Samuel Harris in his ‘‘Self Revela-
tion of God'' P. 3-17,”" Applied to or-
dinary life it would insist that while
soldiers march keepiny time with the
music there is no thought guiding
their movements, if they break into
disorderly movemens that would
prove the presence and guidance of
mind. If the Railroad train comes
in every day at the same minute
that proves that no mind regulated
it. Only when it runs off the track
and is delayed is the guidance of an
Engineer revealed. 1f a merchant,
goes to his counting room and re-
turns to his dinner at the same hour
every day he acts irrationally; it is
only when he acts haphazard that he
reveals intelligence.’’
