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SMOOTHING HIS OWN PATH

Today’s declarer needed plenty
of luck to fulfill his thrce notrump
contract, but at least he did what
he could to smooth his own path.
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The bidding:
South West
Pass Pass
INT
3NT

Pass
Pass

West opened the spade seven,
and East, who could mark de-
clarer with K-Q small, simply
encouraged a continuation by play-
ing the eight, South won and,
with no great enthusiasm, sur-
veyed his resources. Certainly,
there were a lot of key cards to
be knocked out before the pros-
pect  of

very bright!
After due  thought, South
carefully selected the club nine

for a lead toward dummy, West
unsuspectingly played low, and
the nine was allowed to ride, When
it held, South’s chances had im-
proved enonmously. A low c.ub
was now led; the queen smothered
West’s ‘jack, and the club ace
dropped his king. After that,
there was nothing to it. The
heart queen was led from dummy
and passed. West won and led
another  spade, but declarer
could now count on two spede |
tricks, two hearts, one diamond
and four clubs.

It is a small point, but observe
that if declarer had first led the
club ten, West unquestionably would
have coversd with the jack, The
queen would, of course, win but
later when declarer returned to
his hand for another club lead,
he would have a difficult guess
whether to play the club nine in

from the East hand, or a low club
in/ the hopes that West was now
dawn to the blank king.
