Below will be. found a brief
synopsis of telegraphic reports re-
celved at the Head Office of the
Bank of Montreal from its Branch-
es. The Brauch Managers have
complete and intimate knowledge
of each local situation and are in
close touch with Crop. conditions
in all sections of the districts men-
tioned.

GENERAL

Crop conditions on the whole in
the Prairie Provinces are favour-
lable and recent hail damage re-
ports are exaggerated, Wheat is
filling out well. Cutting will be
general in = Alberta and  Sask-
atchewan about Ist. September and
in Manitoba a week earlier.
Ontario continued  wet and cool
weather has retarded harvesting.
In Quebec the. weather ‘has been
favourable to growing crops which
are generally in good cnd.tions. In
the Maritime Proyinces potatoes,
¢ontinue to do well and apple on-
ditions have been improved by re-
cent rains, In British Columbia gen.
eral heavy :rains Have been of
great benefit, principally to roots
and pastures. Details follow:—

PRAIRIE PROVINCES,

EDMONTON DISTRICT—Crops
ripening evenly and  heads well
f.lled. Yield will be heavier in some
sections than formerly .expected.
Wheat within radius fifty m
Edmonton should yield 20 to - 26
bushels. .

Wheat filling well but
yield will be uneven ranging from
poor to fair average., Frost damage
reported from few points and
sawfly in evidence several districts.
Cutting will not be general for
week or ten days. REGINA DIS-
