Shanty Days In
Canadian Woods

OTTAWA, Nov 23-Logging in
Oanade, except on, the ocoast of
British Columbia, is mostly a
winter operation, and each aut-
umn, when activities slacken up ins
other lines such as agriculture,

struc wi

a large exodus of workers to
shanty-land. provides
employment for about 240,000

workers on a part-time basis, or
for an average of about 84,000 men
| yearly,
Logging operations are generally
conducted in unsettled or sparsely
sattled country at considerable dis-

tances from the ordinary routes o
| travel, In the typical logging camp
! in eastern Canada there are usual-

1y from thirty to sevenfy-five men.
The buildings are of a temporary
nature, built of logs or rough
Loards, and usually include & cook-
house, sleep camp, stable, store-
house, and blacksmith's shop. The
builtin bunks filled with boughs o:
hay are now being replaced by iron
double-deck bunks with springs,
mattresses and blankets. The
houses are heated with large wood-
burning stoves, and though the
regulations call for provision for
ventilation, the lumberjacks are
not very fussy about this item,
evidently being satisfied with the
fresh air they get during the day.
But they do want heat, and since
fuel is cheap and abundant, they

et 1t.

s'I’he food is generally excellent
and varled, including fresh meat,
salt and smoked pork, potatoes
and fresh vegetables, canned and
dried fruit, eggs, beeans, and a great
variety of pies and cakes. The
quantity is limited only by a man’s
rapacity to take it, and hard work
in the cold fresh air produces re-
p wrkable powers in this line.

In British Columbia many of
the camps consist of cabins which
c'n  be moved on railway -cars.
They hold'only feur to six men
each, and are furnished with single
beds, blankets, sheets and pillows,
and tables and chairs. Hot and
cold water showers are often pro-
vided and the meals are & revela-
ton to the visitor. The men pay
for thelr board and lodging and s0
can have what they are prepared
~ollectively to pay for. In the East
the men are paid for the most part
by the month, with board provided.
As log transportation in British
Columbia does not depend on the
.presence of snow, the camps opef-
ate throughout the year, usually
about two hundred days.

Life in the logging camps, though
not uxurlous, is . wholesome and
far from unpleasant. The work is
hard but healthful, and.the men
usually come out of the v|voods in
the spring in better c~ndit'on than
when they went to the shanty in
the fall.

Boron And
Plant Growth

(Experimental Farms Note)
The remarkable successes Wwhich
have attended the use of boron
compounds in the control of such

plant disorders as drought spot
and corky core of = apple, brown
heart of turnips, cracked stem of
celery and heart rot of sugar beet,
have stimulated considerable in-
terest in the role of this element
in plant nutrition, Experimant
and experience have shown that
to overcome such disorders and to
maintain the plants in health
only  comparatively minute quan-
titles of horon are required. This
fact might lead one to suppose
that boron functions as an . anti-

dote to some fundamental nutri.
tional disturbance and without
peing itself a plant food, actq
rather as an artificlal and tem.
porary stimulus to growth. Th¢
evidence to date wholly discount;
such a hypothesis and it is now
universally accepted that boron in
itself is just as essential an el.
ement for plant growth as is ni.:
trogen, potassium or phosphorus
the only diafference being that far
less of it than of these other el.
ements is required.

As to the exact role which
boron plays in the physiology of
the plant little is known. Iack
of boron affects different plantg
in different ways. In-the McIntosh
apple, for instance, the firs* in«
dications of its deficiency is the
development of cork tissue at o
aqround the core of the fruit. m
the Dellcjous apple, on th other
hand, dcad patches appear under
the bevk ef the twigs before the
fruit shows any signs of ixing
affected. In ca'es of acute short.
age of boron trees die from thy
tip of the twigs back, amnd with
herbaceous plants the growing
points are the first parts to suffer
showing that boron plays an im-
portant role in meristem and
ocambial activity.
