PROPOSED TARIFF CHANGES DROPPED

lisley Says World
Tariff Revision Is

Considered Likely

OTTAWA Nov 12 — (CP)
The Government has decided to
drop the tariff changes vroposed
in the last budget and to restore
the old rates because it has “solid”
reasons for believing that sub-
stantial reductions in world tar-
iffs may soon be under active dis-
cussion. Finance Minister Iislev
announced today in the Commons.

The budget included resolutions
striking out 20 tariff items and
substituting 33 in their place.
