A Great Englishman

“TWENTY-FIVE YEARS BISHOP
OF LONDON.”

A book recently published by
Wells Gardner, Darton & Co., Ltd.,
London, descriptive of the life and
work of the Right Rev. Dr. Win-
nington ingram, should be read by
every young .minister of every
chx'istinn church and denomination,
for the methods of the man who
has been Bishop of London for
twenty-five years is one that may
well be followed and imitated.

Winnington Ingram had many
personal advantages. His father

was a clergyman, and his mother
was a daughter of the Bishop of
Worcester. It is aptly remarked
by Mr. Charles Herbert, the writer
of the 'volume under review, that
“the pre-natal factors in his mature
made for the religious tempera -
ment.” Nutured in a Rectory, with
all the good influences which en-
vironment and early training afford
he grew up alive to ‘many facts in
which other hoys have no concern,
and with a mind unconsciously af-
fected by the priestly life of his
father and the Episcopal life of his
grandfather. He was the fourth
son in a good, large, old-fashioned
family. As the writer of the book
remarks, “there is little chance for
the growth of egoism in a family
of ten.” [ducated first of all in
the home and afterwards in Marl-
borough school, it does not appear
that he was the winner of many
school prizes. Afterwards he went to
Keblo College in Oxford. This col-
lege was, we are told, intended as
a “school of simplicity,” in which
the opportunity of a frugal life for
young men would show that the
highest character 1is that of “the
cultivated and religious man to
whom wealth is a mere accident.”
Young Ingram's residemce in Ox-
ford was not distinguished by any
outstanding proficiency in scholar-
ship or athletics. Nor was he par-
ticularly “religious.” He took time,
after -his term at college was ended
to consider whether or not he would
take Holy Orders. Referring many
years afterwards to the discussions
that were held and the discord oc-

lege, Bishop Ingram said: “Ishould
be the last to deny the importance
of some of the controversies; but
it is hard to realize how trivial,
how petty many of them must have
seemed to the toiling millions of
our fellow countrymen, or how, at
any rate, far above their heads the
‘hurly-burly’ sounded. There they
were fighting and struggling for
daily bread; here we were convuls-
ed with a question of whether a
stole was legal. There they were
working out their own salvation as
best they might; here we were
ranged into two rival camps of
High Church and Low Church and
too intent upon defeating one an-

growing hunger for a life which
could he In any sense called real
life-—-a home which was indeed a
home.”

After he left college, you{g Ing-

casioned about the time he left col-| |

his vocation in this life. Then he
veturned and was ordained Deacon
I 1884. He at once became a cur-
ate of St. Mary's, Shrewshury, and
was ordained priest at the end of
the year. While at St. Mary's he
was under the direction and influ-
ence of 'Bishop MacLagan who was
then Bishop of Lichfield, and after-
wards Archbishop of York. From
the Bishop he imbibed that spirit
oL toleration for the views of other
Christians which, with his gift of
omradeship, has distinguished him
43 a Bishop,

His first promotion in the Church
0! England was to the Parish, of
Lichfield and to the position of
private chaplain to Bishop MacLa-
gan. Thence, after several years,
he went to London and became
Master of Oxford House, Bethnal
Green, in East Tondon. The aim
of "the founders of Oxford House
was, on the one hand to learn some-
thing of the life of the poor and
minister to their immediate needs,
and on the other hand to try to
better the conditions of the work-
ing classes in respect to health, re-
creation, mental culture and spirit-
vul teaching; and, above all, to
wiord an example of simple religi-
cus life. Than Mr. Ingram no man
could have bheen better fitted for
this duty; and it was in the exer-
cise of this duty that he developed
the great qualities of mind and
heart that have distinguished his
’piscopacy.

Not unnaturally he was at first
spected of having an ulterior ob-
t in view, and the men of Bast
f.ondon steered clear of him for
some time. So he fell back upon
the hoys of the locality, founded
clubs for them, gave them good
ideas about play and to-the rough
and ready lovers of fighting he of-
‘cred the inducement of boxing
classes, and joined them in the
ring, put on gloves with them, and
in other ways gave them whole-
some exercise and lots of fun. Pre-
sently there. filtered into the minds
of the elder ones the truth that
“Oxford House was not such a had
place after all,” and gradually they
came to know Mr. Ingram person-
ally. He established clubs for the
men as for the boys., Quite insen-
s'bly the prejudice against him
hroke down as these ordinary work-
men found themselves in touch
with those who had possessed an
iadvantage for which they

“vet put on no side about it.”” Men
came and went. The men were in-

vited to the Sunday services, and
the boys weut to the Bible classes
of their own accord. Great moral
and spiritual benefits were obtain-
ed by them., Mr. Ingram kept the
spiritual ideal constantly before
them; and it is stated that he never
did anything which surpassed, in
the simplicity and beauty of its
service, that which was accom:
plished in those years in which, by
means of commonplace routine he
found his way into the hearts of
the men and women, the boys and
girls of Bethnal Green. The net
result was that with perfect friend-
liness people of divergent creeds
met together without in any way
compromising their principles; and
the idea which ruled among the
working men, that if one is to be
a Christian he must be prepared to
swallow - wholesale whatever he

was taught was exploded.

From Oxford House, Mr. Ingram
went to the incumbency of the
Parish of Bethnal Green in East
London. As incumbent he minis-
