Regional licensing offices are
located at Vancouver, Edmon-
ton, Rezina, Winnineg, Toronto.

clothing, millinery or footwear

may now legally handle or sell
any of th goods without a
licence,” said C. R. Morphy, di-
rector of licensing. ‘‘Possessioa
of an interim licence will, how-
ever, permit them legally %o
carry on business until their
permanent licence is secured.

“Business men who have al-
ready apolied to Ottawa for
their licence should not apply
for an interim licence.
