Of British Army
In Germany Named

LONDON, March 19 — (Reuters)
—Lt.-Gen. Sir Richard (Dick)
McCreery, commander-in-chief of
British occupation forces in Aus-
tria and a noted tank officer
during the Second Great War, to-
day was named to succeed Field
Marshal Viscount Montgomery as
commander-in-chief of the Brit-
ish Army of the Rhine.

Lord Montgomery recently was
naimned chief of the Imperial Gen-
eral 8taff in successton to Field
Marshal Lord Alan Brooke, who
has held the position since 1940.
He will assume this post in June.
Gen. McCreery, who took over
command of the British 8th Army
in Italy late 1944, and for a
few months had the 1st Cana-
dian Comps under him, will suc-

ceed Viscount Montgomery this
summer.
Maj.-Gen. J. E. Steele will be

promoted to the rank of Lieuten-
ant-General and will succeed
Gen. McCreery In Austria.

Gen. McCreery is a 48-year-old,

hatchet-faced career officer who
was educated at Eton and Saxgd-
hurst and joined the army in 1915
as a 17-year-old subaltern with
the "anclent and honorable regi-
ment of the 12th Lancers” in 1915.
He was a cqglonel when he won
the Distinguished Service Order at
the evacuation of Dunkerque bu:
soon after he was promoted ma-
Jor-general and was given com-
mand of an armored division.
He succeeded Lt.-Gen. 8ir Oliver
Leese as commander of the 8th
Army in Italy and was named Bri-
tish commander-in-chief in Aus-
tria when the Allied Military Gov-
ernment was established in Veinna
l1ast vear.

Nimitz Opposes Cut
In U. S. Navy Budget

WASHINGTON, March 18
(AP)~—Admiral Chester W. Nimitz
told a House of Representatives
committee today it would take a
“minimum of six months” to bring
the United States Navy back to
its 1046 fighting strength if any
emergency arose,

Admiral Nimitz, chief of naval
operations, told the haval com-
mittee that a proposed $2,100,000,000
cut In navy funds would “jeopard-
ize the influence of our nation in
world affairs and the defence of
our homejand.”

The Admiral said that under its

original budget request of -
25,000, for the fiscal year
starting July 1 the navy had plan-

ned a fleet of 500,000 men and
1,079 fighting ships, including 319
vessels on active status, 73 held
in reserve with 30 per cemt crews
and 687 inactive.

The budget cut, if approved by
Congress, wotld mean the navy
will have this strength 437,000 men

NDON, March 20 — (CP) —
