Storm Of Meat Rationing
Protests Are Continuing

The tempest over meat rationing
in Canada entered its second week
Monday with an announcement by
the Independent Butchers' Assoc-
iation in Toronto that more than
12,000 signatures of Toronto citizens
who condemned the Government
edict had been affixed to petitions
in one day. More petitions would
be issued at a meeting of retall
butchers to be held here tonight.

Added impetus was given the
Canada-wide rationing protest when
it was’ learned that, because of a
surplus of meat, New York City
will discontinue meatless Tuesdays
and Fridays.

More protests found their way to
the desk of Prices Board officials
during the last 24 hours, with the
latest to wire objections being but-
chers from Timmins, Ont., and
district Early Monday Edmonton
butchers reportedly tossed some
varieties of cooked meats they
failed to sell into garbage cans.
