1In
a few words the chairman outlined
the purpose of the meeting, and call-
ed on Mr. Adams.
Mr. Adams first distinguished be-
tween powdery and common scab, It
lives on the potato and derives all its
nourishment from it, so that 'when
the scab is plentitul enough it makes
the tuber much less valuable for food.
An excess of lime in the soil makes
the disease much worse, so that
makes it easier for you to get rid
of the disease. It only attacks the
tubers. The spores or seed of the
powdery scab cau live in the soil for
three years, but not for ten. If ani-
mals are fed raw potatoes, the spores
will infect the manure, and all infect-
ed potatoes should be boiled. The
disease is generally spread by plant-
ing infected seed. Tt is distributed
fairly evenly over the whole province.
Every farmer shoeld find out if he
has it on his farm, and to assist him
in this, he should get copies of Farm-
er's Bulletin Nos. 4 and 5 from the
Dominion Botanist, Central Experi-
mental Farm, Ottawa. These can be
had free, not costing aven for postage.
Up to 1912 potatoes could be freely
imported into Europe, but on Sept.
Gth of that vear, the importation of
all potatoes trom Europe was forbid-
den on account of canker.
The United States placed an em-
bargo on potatoes, until such a time
as the Secretary of Agriculture should
he satisfied that the powdery scab
has bheen killed out. The quarantine
can be lifted from any country or dis-
trict which is known to be free. The
word ‘‘district” was afterwards de-
fined to be a province or a well-de-
fined geographical area, so that so
long as one farm on Prince Edward
Island has powdery scab, it will not
be possible to ship potatoes from
Prince Edward Island into the United
States. Last July the Dominion Bot-
anist went up to ‘Washington and
made recommendations which have
been accepted by the Horticultural
Board but are now hung up on account
of the war. As far as 1 know, these
regulations will permit any farmer
to send in his potatoes, who can get
a certificate that his potatoes have no
powdery scab and have been grown
on land free from powdery scab, but
one cagse of potatoes certified free
from scab would lead to the embargo
being again placed on.
The next speaker was Mr. Holm-
hen. FHe said that Dakota Red pota-
toes seem to he a disease resistant
variety. The same is true of the
cross-bred potatoes, a cross between
the Dakota Red and Mclntyre.
In my inspection 1 have come
across four men using a digger co-
operatively.

desperate fighting of the past week
in which the Germans have bheen
driven back from village to village
to the outskirts of Lille. He says:

“The destruction has been terrible,
Some of the villages have been shelled
bhoth by the Allies and the Germans
and many non-combatants have been
killed. A whole family was found
dead in one house. In one of the vil-
lages 500 dead Germans were found
after the fighting. The cartridges in
their possession, it was noted, were of
the old Snider type, with a large lead
bullet,

to lic in them at full length.”
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
