NEW YORK, July 2—(AP)—Re-
cord-high cattle prices and above-
ceiling premiun:s for hogs brm{ghl
farmers to the United States’ live-
stock markets in droves today as
buyers and sellers groped uncer-
tinly in the confusion left by the
Office of Price Admnistration’s
end.

Canadian policies, as in the past,
would ‘‘necessarily oontinue to
have such developments in mind”.

In a 400-word statement Mr.
King noted that the American
emergency contrcl legislation ex=
pired June 30 and that there now
were under Federal Law no con-
trols, except for sugar, on prices,
rents and rationing in that coun-

try.

“This situation has not unnat-
uraly raised certain questions in
the minds of many Canadians,
The Government feels that the
first opportunity should be taken
to assure Parliament and the
country that there is no intention
of abandoning similar comtrols in
Canada.

“Developments affectings prices
in other countries, particularly the
United States, are, of course, not
without their effect upon Canade.
Our policies have in the past and
will in the future, necessarily
continue tx(x)u l'a.ave such  develop+~
ments in nd.”

But controls existed in OCanads
before they were adopted in the
United States Mr. King added, and
the Canadian regulations, while
similar in objective to- those in
the United States, had ahor-
ered “quite vtrldely in form
and their nature”.

“In otlheredwords. we in Oanads
have followed ~our owm course
which we belleve is well adapted
to Canadian conditions and to the
Canadian economy. We shall con-
tinue to follow policles which we
belleve to be in the gemeral in-
terest. making, from time to time,
such modifications as seem to be
required in the light of internal
and external conditions as they
develop.”

Cha?rman Donald Gordon of the
Prices Board, which administer’s
Canadals Price OControl Liegisla-
tion. said when asked for com-
