Mr. MACDONALD: The hon. mem:
ber for Queeén’s Prince Bdward Island
(Mr, McLean) evidently knows more
about what this Government is going
to do than does the Minister of Rail-
ways. If he had only waited until
the minister answered the question,
the House would have obtained a
statement from some responsible
authority as to the policy of the
Government. I want to know wheth-
er the minigter will assume control
of 'the transportation facilities be-
tween Prince Bdward Island and the
mainland including the winter steam-

meantime, and I want it distinetly
Lundgutood whether that is the posi-
tion of the minister or not—that al-
though the people of Prince BEdward
Island have a problem of winter
communication, he does not propose
to remedy any of the grievances with
regard to the cost of the transporta-
tion of freight.
