United States
government, - The house is filled with.a
collection: of more than ‘3,000, objects : uqed
by President Lincoln .or intimately asso-
clated with 'his history—the most remark-
able collection of personal belongings ever
collected  as a. memorial. The . collecting
ol this unique array of 'meméntoes has
been the life work of Osborn H. Oldroyd,
a veteran of the Civil War. The nucleus
of the collection was gathered while Mr.
Oldroyd was custodian of the meo]n
home at Springfield, Ill,,. and, when, . ‘in
1893 a change of pohtical ddminibstration
resulted in the removal of Mr, Oldroyd
