New Chancellor
0f King’s College

HALIFAX, Nov. 13--(CP)—Hon.
Ray Lawson, Lieutenant-Governor
of Ontario, will be sworn in “be-
fore very long” as chancellor of the
University of King's College—the
oldest university in tie Common-
wealth overseas. The post has been
vacant for some years.

In Toronto, Mr. Lawson's secre-
tary said the chancelloiship would
not conflict with his position as
Lieutenant Governor.

Born Aug. 30, 1885, at London,
Ont., Mr. Lawson has been Lieu
tenant Governor of Ontario since
Dec. 26, 1946, President of several
business firms in that Frovince, he
is a director of the Royal Bank of
Canada and an arden! sportsman.

The University of king's Col-
lege was founded in 1789 at Wind-
sor, N. S., and granted a royal
charter—under which il has oper-
ated since—from King George 111
in 1802.

It was the second King's College
founded on this™ conimnent. First
was Columbia Univers.'y, re-named
after the American revolution.

After destruction by fire in 1920,
King's was moved to Halifax under
the Carnegie Scheme, aimed at un-
iting all Maritime universities into
one. ‘The plan, however, later feli
through.
