OTTAWA, Feb. 24 —(CP) —In
final evidence on the railway ap-
plication for higher freight rates,
the Board of Transport Commiss-
ioners heard today the Canadian
Pacific Railway could have a 1949
surplus on {ts rail operations with-
out a rate boost.

Harold J. Egan, Halifax ac-
ocountant testifying for the seven
Provinces opposing the increase,
presented figures intended to in-
dicate the C.P.R.—on the basis of
its own calculations on income and
financial requirements—could ccime
out about $15,000,000 ahead on the
rail side.

He made this computation by al-
locating scrme of the C.P.R.s re-
quirements—now assigned to the
rail branch for rate-making pur-
poses—to non-rail income The
board has been instructed by the
cabinet to consider such a re-al-
location.

Hearing Adjourned

At the end of today's evidence,
which closed out a brief three-day
presentation by the Provinces, th2
board adjourned the hearings to
March 28 for final argument. That
was expected to take seven days.

The hearings began Jan. 11, with
the bulk of the time taken with
evidence subwnitted by the railways
in support of their application for
a general 20-percent rate in-
crease.

Today, chief comunissioner M.B.
Archibald indicated that at this
point he was not disposed to look
on the case from the standpoint of
rate-of-return- on railway inyest-
ment, as the C.P.R. has sought,

He gave this intimation when
AJG. Priest, CPR. associate
counsel from New York, was cross-
examining Mr. Egan on the rate
of return his figures would yleld
on a railway investment of $1,000,~
000,000, Mr. Egan agreed that for
1948 it would be only two per cent
on $1,000,000,000, though he did not
gccept that figure as a rate base,

Oppose Rate Base Issue

Talks with Trans-Jordan, Israel's
most formidable foe, will begin
here Monday. Armistice arrange-
ments between Israel and Lebanon
are expected to be concluded soon.

Iraq has announced that she will
approve whatever agreements are
reached by the Arab states border-
ing Palestine. Trans-Jordan will
speak for her, Saudi Arabia and
Yemen did not take an active
part in the war against Israel and
a formal armistice may not be
needed in {heir case. The attitude
of Syria may be announced soon.

Once threre has been a complete
sheathing of weapons, Bunche
said, the emphasis will be placed
on securing a ‘“peaceful settlement
of all outstanding questions
political, territorial and economic
— between Israel and her Arab
neighbors.”

That task is the responsibility of
the United Nations Palestine Con-
ciliation Commission, ‘which is do-
ing the ground work now.

QANTON, Feb. 24 — (AP) — Fin-
ance Minister Hsu Kan said today
new finance measures promulgated
by acting president Li Tsung-Jen
nall for general circulation in
China of silver dollars.'

Hsu sald last August's straight
economic reforms will be modified
by the new measures, which are
to be reviewed by the legislative
Yuan, But, he added, the circulat-
jon of foreign currency within
China will be continued to be pro-
hibited.

The new silver dollars. sald Hsu,
will be minted from old coins by
the gavernment.

Other features of the new econ-
omic measures outlined by Hsu:

The Central Bank of China will
be ordered to purchase more for-
elgn banknotes on a price scale

calculated in with the

market price of gold and foreign
exchange clearance certificates.

The Central Bank will be em-
powered to buy and sell to stabil-
ize the market price of gold and
silver,

Gold Yuan, izsued by the gov-
ernment first last August, will con-
tinue to be issued. The exchange
rate, Hsu said, will be fixed be-
tween gold Yuan and foreign cur-
rencies to follow the current mar-
ket rate.

Public export of gold, silver and
silver dollars is to be restricted
to allowances for persons leaving
the country. This will not exceed,
said Hsu, the equivalent of $500 in
United States ourrency.

Except for similar dispensation
for persons entering the country,
all other imports of gold, silver
and silver dollars will be subject
