Certain British
Caught Bremen

(Canadian Presg Despatch.)

PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 23— . The
German merchant submarine Bremen
has heen captured by the Eritish, and
iy now tied up in Falmouth Harbor,
according to a story brought here by
Dr. R. Tait McKenzie, sculptor and
director of the Department »f Physi-
cal KEducation in the University of

Pensylvania. He has returned to
this city after sixteen months in the
army training camp at Alderghot, just
outside ¢f London.

Dr. McKenzie, who was given the
rank of major by the British War
Office, eaid that he heard the story
of the Bremen's capture on the fif-
teenth of this month, .cne day bhefore
hd sailel from Liverpool for New
York. He added:

“The story reached me from a very
reliable source. The Bremen is said
to have had a - cargo valued at
twenty-five million dollars, consist-
ing of dye-stuffs and diamonds. ' Of
course, official circles would not dis-
cuss the capture, and the War Office
was eilent concerning the sudden ter-
Bremen'’s ill-fated
Gash for f\e United States. | heard
of the capture through a prcminent
diamonq expert in London, who was
cdlle: by the British Government
to estimate  the value of the dia-
monds in the Bremen's cargo.  He
teld- me that some of the diamonds
were famous precious' stones that be-
longed 'in Caanan.
