Truman Appeals
For No Increase In
Steel, Coal Prices

(By Sterling F. Green)
WASHINGTON, July 14—(AP)—

President Truman today appealed
directly to the United States coal

and steel industries to withhold
price rises, but coal prices surged
nonetheless in many citles in the
wake of John L. Lewls' wage
gains.

The President in an unusual

statement asked producers to walt
unti] “a fair test has been made
of the actual effects of the wage
advances.” Because of “high prof-
fts' in the industries, he said,
such a wait would not entail ser-
fous financial risk.

But coal price boosts of 75 cents
to $1.75 a ton were already in
effect, or,due by this week-end, in
n dozen Cities.

That steel would step into the
price parade—-and perhaps be fol-
lowed by household, automotive
and industrial products using coal
or steel—was indicated yesterday
by board chairman Leland S. Olds
of United States -Steel Corpora-
tion.

The higher cost of mining coal
under the week-old contract with
Lewis' United Mine Workers, Olds
wrote to the New York Times, will
“undoubtedly” necessitate a high-
er price for steel and ‘“perhaps
rome other products in the manu-

facture of which coal plays an
fmportant role.

Senator Robert A. Taft (Rep.-
Ohio) has forecast a $1.10-a-ton

rise in steel prices, but the maga-
zine Iron Age said a $5 increase
was brewing, bhased only partly on
higher coal costs.

Federa] officials noted also that
the costs of coal-burning railroads
would rise.

The administrations’ keen an-
xlety over a new inflationary whirl
was underscored by Truman's
message. He i1s preparing a special
mid-year economic report to Con-
gress for delivery later this week,
but apparently felt the coal-steel
situation could not wait until
bhen.

Truman sald that the mine wage
contract {s “badly misrepresented”
In the mere statement that it
rarries an increase of about 45
cents an  hour. Its complicated
form hides the fact that the act-
va] dally boest i3 “the $1.20 in-
