A short time before midnight on
the t of Jan, 9th at her home
in village Green there passed away
one of the oldest citizens of P. E.
Island in the person of Mrs, John
Noy at the ripe age of
and 16 days. Mrs, Noy was born
on Dec. 24th, 1840, and 1t was with
great pleasure that her friends
brought their gifts tp her on Christ-
mas eve, and wonderful to relate
she was able to see and appreciate
the kindness of those who sent their
gifts, She was tenderly cared for

uring the past year of weakness
and infirmity by her granddaugh-
ter Avis and her husband Fred
Mossman, The funeral service was
conducted by Rev. D, K. Ross,
B.A, of Pownal United Church who
referred to the unusually long life
of the deceased which extended back
to within three years of the crown-
ing of Queen Victoria and extended
over the reigns of five British
sovereigns and in the period of great
progress and development of the
Empire, and the world, Mrs. Noy
was a girl of six when Rev. John
Geddie went out as the first for-
mission from P. E. I. or
from any Brit colony to preach
the Gospel to the non-Christian
world.

The hymns used at the service
were, “The Lord's My 8hepherd,”
“Near My God To Thee,” and
“Safe in The Arms of Jesus.”

The service at the house was at
2 o'clock and interment was made
in Pownal Cemetery at 3.

Mrs. Noy was universally loved
by all who knew her. She was of a
bright and cheerful disposition and
never complained about the rheu-
matism which caused her pain dur-
ing the last year she lived. She
retained her faculties of sight and

hearing and her mind was quite
clear to the end, with the excep-
ton of a few moments at times

during the last month or so of her
life. 8he was a diligent, faithful
wife and mother and was able to
be around the house doing her work
without glasses until she was 99
years old. The death of her son

war relief, Administered by

ian and British committees who are
In close touch with the refugee

problem, whether in , the
stricken areas of Britain and Greece
or wherever men fight for freedom,
the Fund asks only one question:
“Where is the greatest need?”
