fishing benefit. Allied industries reap
their share of the reward, tco. For
example, there is the shook and box
manufacturer who supplies the es-
sential box-s and containe.s for the.
processed fsh.

One such manufacturer who has
founq success in the expansion of
the bomeles; trade has his p'ant
on the Bay of Fundy shore of Nova

particular man  operateq only a
small rcad-side sawmill. With the
expansion of the demand for shooks
ang boxes, brought about mainly by
the development of th. boneless
fish trade, he established a box
facto'y and shortly found it necess-
ary to put two large sawmills in
cperation to furnish the supply of
lumber necessary to operate the
factory.
