It is in
the works of Ingres that the deli-
cate spirit of the ccupltures of
Rheims re-emerges. . .

Looking back upon the 19th cen-
tury from the vantage point of
1932, one may well ask oneself
whether there is ‘any chapter in
the whole of art history which is
as full of dramatic interest as
that which treats ¢f French paint-
ing during that period.
