THE CHILDREN'S COURT

Only 16 per cent. of the children
examined by the psychiatrist of To
ronto’'s Juvenile Court last year
proved to be definitely sub-normal,
but about 26 per cent. were on the
borderline. Fifty per cent. were of
average or superior intelligence.
Faulty environment, unsympathetic
or unwise handling or stresses of
one sort or another contributed tq
their  delinquency. Most of the
children did not have criminal in-
stincts. Under intelligent direction
they could be developed into good
citizens. The Juvenile Court and
Judge Mott do not rely on puni-
tive measures, neither for the
children nor for their parents. They

give advice and encouragement
rather than punishment. Drastic|
remedies are to hand, but only |

rarely, as is cases of extreme in-
corrig:bility or the schooling of
children in crime, ar- fines and
imprisonment imposed.

In every case the chil. and the
factors contributing to its delinqu-
ency are carefuly examined. In
some cases nine or ten hourg are
required to assemble the data
necessary to the formulation of a
