Already three destroyers, man-
ned by members of the Coast Guard
are patrolling the waters offf Mont-
auk Point, L. I.. where bootleg and
rum-running activities are report-
ed recently to have come to a
standstill, The new speedboats in
the prohibition service are being
built at a cost of $25,000 each.
