Rev. G. R. White . yesterday afternoon
Chere was a large atattendance and the
interest was deep.

Rev. G. R. White said in brief:

“*The Kingdom of God” was the oft re-
peated phrase upon the lips of Jesus. In
very tieny places in the four gospels do
wet the plirase, “Kingdom qr God,
or Kingdom of heaven”, which is practi-
cally the same. The word “Church” has
become amuch abused one in our day,
[t may mean much, or it may mean noth-
ing, to say he or she is a member of the
church. It is sad, but true, that to be a
member of the church to-day is not,
synonymous with being a saved man or
woman. Without doubt there are many
outside the church, who are in the King-
dom of God, and many on the church roll
who are outside the Kingdom
of God. Would it not be well for
Christians to use the word “Kingdem" as
lid our Lord ? The speaker then discussed
his subject under three heads (1) Where is
the Kingdom of God? In he'ping us to
solve this question Jesus has given us at
l:ust two negative, and one positive
answer. (a) “My Kingdom is not of this
world.” (b) “My Kingdoin isnot meat and
drink.” (¢)“The Kingdom of God is with-
in you.” Both Herod and Pilate thought
His Kingdom was of this world, ani
that Jesus wished to uncrown them. An
old Indian prophet was asked, “What is
the Kingdom of God?” and he said: * It is
a spiritual  congregation of souls born
anew to God.” In all his parables and
miracles Jesus was illustrating and de-
fining the nature of His Kingdom —-saying,
* The Kingdom of God islikeunto this and
that. It is like leaven; it’s like a mustard
seed; it's like a merchantman seeking
goodly  ‘pearls.” The Kingdom of God
isthe reign of God'in the hearts
of men and women, and' mani-
fest in a life of *obedience to
the will and commands of @od.
The Church of God is not an end in
herself, she is only a means to an end.
But the Kingdonr of God is final; an end
in itself. ‘Iherefore we should pray God
to use all our Churches in the extension
of His Kingdem. But we wll need
live and act that Ged shall be able to use
us, He could not do many mighty works
in Capernaum because of the unbelief of
*he people. Let us believe God with all
our hearts that through us he may be
able to extend His Kingdom.

(2) Where is the Kingdom of God? We
have Christ’s own answer here—"Say
not lo here, lo there, the Kingdom of God
is within = you" “Itisnot meat and
Irink; but righteousness, joy and peace
inthe Holy Ghost,” The Kingdomfof
God is something that has come, is com-
ing, and is yet to come, Hence the pray
er divinely taught —* Thy Kingdom
come,

The adrancing Kingdom of God effects
the race physically, intellectually, morally
and spiritually—only in truth the order
is reversed, the spiritual reform is first,
inthe orderof God's Kingdom. The
Holy Ghostworks from the heart out-
ward. God created the worlds in six
days but He has been forming and fash-
ioning them ever since. And thus the
Kingdom of God has been widening in
this earth through all  the ages of the
Christian era; und when it is fully come
God's will shall be done on earth as in
heaven.

(3) How may or can we enter the King-
Adom of God? Jesus said to Nicodemus:
“Yemust be horn  again”—born anew—
