And from Spitzbergen to the Pole
‘the round trip has been made this
week in 15 hours!

These latest trips to the farthest
north have several new features.
No aeroplane or airship had ever
flown there before. The two dif-
ferent types of aircraft achieved
an equal triumph almost at the
same time. The last and hardest
portion of the journey northward
was made with apparent facility
and in continued daylight and the
return to the starting point complet-
ed bhefore sunset of the long polar
day. Weather conditions appear to
have bheen most favorable, as no
mention is made of fog, which in
the far north ls more,dreaded hy
