I was 2nd in
command of a Field Hospital and
was in charge of surgery.

“We left here along with a big
body of troops—I can't tell you
how many—of different types and
travelled to a West Coast port,
Here we went on a big liner and
with a naval escort sailed off
souinewhere and later anchored in
a secluded bay where the British

more of the flotilla collected.

Some troops camped on shore' but

we lived on the liner. The food
was wonderful, and we enjoyed

“There were all kinds of boats
and ships used for invasion pur-
poses and we became familiar with
them.

We practised rowing and land-
ing on beaches, etc. T had fun the
first time, about 20 men in my
boat rowing who, came
Middle Canada and had never
rowed in their lives.

‘railway. The big buckets were on
an - endless chain and held about
a barrel of coal.

“1 thoroughly enjoyed Long-
vearbergen and would not have
minded staying longer until the
freeze_up. There were about 800
people, mostly miners. I got to
know quite a few encineers, wire-
less operators, storekeepers, fore-
men and their wives, etc. This
town was clean except that the
drains were all open ones. The
ground was always frozen below a
level of two feet, and {t is sald
down to 700 feet.
