Binder twine
Not to be used
Except for crop

Amount Of Rope Avail-
able Only A Fraction
Of 1941 Figure.

OTAWA, Feb. 4 —(CP) — An
order restricting use of
fibre and rope and reducing pro-
duction of all hard-fibre rope and
twine except binder twine was an-
nounced tonight by the department
of munitions and supply.

The order, approved by R. C.
Berkinshaw, chairman of the war-
time industries control board, is ef-
fective immediately.

Under the order manila fibre can
not be used In manufacture of rope
for tying parcels and bundles for
binding trees for shipment. The
order prohibits use of manila or
sisal in skipping ropes and toys.

Use of manila or sisal fibre, oth-
er than tow, in the manufacture of
rugs, bedding and furniture, also
is banned.

J. R. Nicholson, deputy control-
ler of supplies, said that ‘‘because
the war in the Pacific has suspend-
ed all deliveries of manila hemp,
the demand for sisal in the mak-
ing of rope fias made it necessary
to control rigidly all uses of both
fibres.

“There is no manila available for
any but the most essential war
purposes, and so it is no exaggera-
tion to say that the situation in
regard to manila is almost as ser-
fous as our lack of rubber,”

Cotton thread, cotton twine and
cotton rope will not be affected by
the order as they are not ‘hard
fibre.

Farmers will be allowed all the
binder twine they need to the ex-
tent of their normal requirements,
but the twine will be made of sisal
and will contain no manila. Use of
binder twine for anv purpose oth-
er {han binding grains is forbidden.

Burma road.

Thousands of _ reinforcements,
tall, lithe fighting men from In-
dia, bolstered the British and na-
t've troops holding the west bank
of the jungle stream from Marta-
ban, near the mouth, northward to
Paan, 25 miles away.

Tells: Commons Plans
For This Year Will Re-
quire “Extreme Limit"
From Canadians.

OTTAWA, Feb. 4 —(CP) — Fi-
nance Minister Ilsley today warn-
ed the House of Commons that this
vear's war program will demand
“the extreme limit of what this
country can do.”

He agreed to such a program, he
said during debate on the address
in reply to the speeiny from the
throne, because he believed the na-
rial resour-
ces during the coming year should
be strained to the utmost.

Mr. Iisley defended the govern-
ment's proposed conscription plebis-
cite as a “natural, honorable and
desirable” course,

Those who advocated a boycott
of the forthcoming victory loan as
a protest against the plebiscite were
“directly sabotaging” the war ef-
fort, e said.

Their action was less defensible
than that of a labor group threat-
ening a strike in a vital war indus-
try. It was ‘“a strike against the
state.”

The minister said he hoped the
plebiscite would free the govern-
ment frem its past commitments
against compulsory overseas service
and open the way for whatever ac-
tion future events might dictate,

He sald he was azainst conserip-
tion as a method of raising an ef-
ficlent army and was convinced
that the voluntary system had suc-
ceeded to date.

“The world is in flames” he ad-
ded.

BATAVIA, NEI, Feb. 4—-(AP)
—The defenders of Java, acutely
aware of a possible Japanese in-
vasion, tonight grimly counted 174
casualties and ‘very considerable”
fighter aircraft losses after yester-
day's two-hour assault by more
than 70 bombers on Soerabaja, the
allied bastion which has replaced
Singapore as an offensive base.

The Netherlands high ccmmand

said Japanese losses ‘‘were pre-
sumably eight fighters and two
bombers, while the losses to our
side were very considerable.”
