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Civil Airport Expansion

Does this capital city of Prince Edward Island
hope to possess airport facilities suitable, even
i a moderate way, for postwar aviation? If
sc, no more time should be wasted in pressing
tor improvements which are equally necessary
at the present time, and which if delayed until
after the war will leave us hopelessly in the
inrch,  As recently stated in these colunms, even
m the case of La Guardia Field, New York,
the largest airport in the world, facilities are
becoming obsolete and enlargements are being
planned.

Another striking example comes to hand in
the current issue of the Cunadian-1Vest Indics
Magasiie. Realizing the important part which
civil aviation will play in the post-war develop-
ment of trade and travel and strongly convinced
that Georgetown, the capital of British Guiana,
because of its geographical position will become
an airport of first rate importance, the govern-
ment of that Colonv recently appointed a com-
mittee to consider the question of construction
of a civil aerodrome to meet present and future
requirements.  The committee has now submit-
ted an interim report, Here are some of its re-
commendations :

The airport should be “of the largest type
category for civil airports, with a runway of s,-
000 fect in length and 130 feet in width. The
taxiway is to be ;o feet in width which is
sufficieutly wide to be used as a subsidiary run-
way by the emaller types of aircraft if the oc-
casion warrants. The approach zone to the air-
port would be a trapezoidal area having a width
cf 1,000 feet at the boundary of the airport and
broadening to a width of 4,000 feet at a dis
tance of two miles from the runway and will
permit of aircraft landing within 22 1-2 de-
grees of the true wind direction. The take-off
zone would be at least one mile in length and
will permit aircraft taking-off within 22 1-2 de-
grees of the true wind direction.” The esti-
mated cost of the project on the site recommend-
ed in the report is $3,840,515.

Economic Trends
The outstanding feature of comparisons be-
tween the chief measures of economic trends
in Canada and the United States is the sim-
ilarity which they reveal, says the current re-
view of the Bank of Nova Scotia. The re-
view is chiefly devoted to a collection of charts
showing Canadian economic developments over
the past five years, but a few of the chief com-
parable indexes for the United States are also
given.

The indexes cf retail trade and of carloadings|

for the two countries have moved so closely to-
gether as almost to overlie. The sharp rise
of prices in the United States began a year or
so later than in Canada but, with a time-lag,
experience has closely parallelled that of this
country. Before mid-1942 the U. S, price in-
dexes had overtaken those of Canada and the
authorities began the more intensive battle to
hold the price line which Canada had embarked
upon toward the end of 1941. Indeed, the
analogy is even closer, for the United States
is now experiencing the increased pressure on
price-cellings which Canada had encountered
earlicr.  Here the problem of providing incen-
tives to production and of offsetting unavoid-
able increases in costs was met by a greater use
of subsidies—a method which is meeting with
strong oposition across the border.

Newfoundiand Prosperous

Newfoundland last year saw very little cur-
tailment of the general prosperity which began
m 1041 with the initiation of base construction
operations in many parts of the Island, accord-
iy to the annual review of the Daily News of
St. John's. Less employment on the construc-
tion of bases was compensated for by improved
conditicns in the fisheries and other occupations,
and the general purchasing power remained high.

The Newfoundland artillery regiment render-
ed notable service in Tunisia and is now with
the 8th Army in Italy. A visit from a delega-
tion of three members of the British Govern-
ment Parliament was an event of the year.
Newfoundland has been under Commission gov-
ernment for the last ten years. Early last year
the Commission announced that new income and
corporation taxes would be levied. The taxes
were moderate, but the taxing of incomes and
profits of the previous year was protested, and
the general discussion led to an increased de-
mand for some form of representative govern-
ment.  This, no doubt, brought the delegation
from the British Parliament.

It returned to advise that Newfoundlan}
should have_representation at the earliest prac-
ticable moment, that the three Newfoundland
Commissioners should be elected and the
British government should lend Newfoundland
$80,000,000 over a ten-year period for develop-
ment and r(‘L'(‘H.\“'UL'“OH.

The Newfoundland. Commission took belated
action last year against inflation. It adopted
price control and rationing, but only after prices
had greatly increased.

The trade of the Island was well maintained,
with imports of $52,000,000 and exports of
$38,000,000. The revenue for the present fiscal
year is estimated at $22,179,000, of which the
big item is the customs revenue of $14,254,000.

This year-end review has no reference to a
possible pelitical union of Newfoundland and
Canada. Tt is stated that the country was shock-
ed to learn last year that the Commission gov-
ernment had almost concluded an agreement for
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Bay airport in Labrador to Canada for. 99 years,
