Farmers’ Interests Ignored

“We have legislated for every
concern in the Province,” he said.
Legislation has been passed
the interests of doctors and den-
tists and lawyers, and officials;
legislation in the interests of ev-
ery class but no legislation has
been passed in the interests of the
farmers.”

Hon. Mr. LePage: “Question.”

Hon. Mr. Campbell: “That may
be all right, but I say this, and
there is no question about it, that
the farmer is the only man who
cannot say what he is going to
get for his produce.

Mr. Campbell said he represent-
ed a district which had made per-
haps fewer demands for relief than
any other in the province. In one
section the fishermen were carried
along by outside buyers who paid
money in advance in order that
they could feed their families for
the coming winter. The legislation
introdnced . this morning should
not be passed until the contracts
made by these outside packers
have been carried out.

“As far as our livestock market-

FACTS ABOUT OUR FUR SEALS

(By Edward A. Preble, US. Biolcgi-
cal <urvey) .

Bering Sea, roughly triangular in
shape, is a coat.ruxtion of the
northern part of the North Pacifc
Ccean. Oa the northezast its tides
break on the cliffs and beaches of
Alassa, and to  the northwest on
those cf Siteria. To the scuth, the
rockbound Alecutian Peninsula, with
the ;slands that continue its semi-
circular swocp. separates it frum
the Pacific. Its grza‘ess length from
the Aleutians to Bering ‘Stmlt,
where its currerts connect with the
Arctic Ocean, is nct far from eght
hundred miles; iis greatect distance
ast and wes. more than a thousand.
