Nose—lniury
Forces Servo’s
Retirement

NEW YORK, Sept. 25— (AP)—
Baby-faced Marty Servo, who
couldn’'t get the New York State
Athletic Commission to belleve his
nose was badly injured, was forced
today to abdicate his world wel-
terweight champtonship and retire
from the ring because of the In-

ury.

The National Boxing Association
which refused to go along with the
New York Commission in vacating
the New York half of the title
when Marty pleaded for his ach-
ing proboscts a  few weeks ago,
later announced it would sanction
a bout betweem the stringbean
swatter, Ray Robinson, and form-
er lightweight champion Beau
Jack for the crown.

Servo and his manager Al Weill
made the announcement of the
retirement of  the 26-year-old
Schenectady, N. Y., fighter after

the condition of Marty’s nose was
such that for him to comtinue to
fight “would jeopardize his health
and future welfare.” N

His nose has been unfit since
he was knocked out in a non-tiile
bout with Rocky Graziano last
March and since then his injury
has twice forced him to call off a
title defence against Robinson,
who has often been tabbed “the
uncrowned champion” in recent
years.

For Servo, the retirement mark-
ed the end of a short-skyrocketing
career he began back in 1938. Cou-
sin of former lightweight champ-
fon Lew Ambers, he came along
fast until the war began, then en-
tered the army.

Discharged early last winter,
Marty hit the ring trail once more
and early in February knocked out
PFreddy (Red) Cochrane to win the
147-pound crown.
