Our four re-
presentatives give their suppont
to whatever the King Government
proposes, well content apparently
to see half our own railway mile-
age remain as it is permanently of
narrow gauge, to have the work of
standardising stopped and our pro-
vince left out entirely in the dis-
tribution of branch roads in other
provinces. ‘It seems rather hum-
Iljating to our pride that after fifty
years {n confederation we are com-
pelled to remain under the stigma
of being the only narrow-gauge
province, because our members of
Parliament consent to have it so
or are of too little account at Ot-
tawa to effect a change.

Smutz and his Administration in
South Africa adds another to the
many overturns of governments
throughout the world during and
since the Great War.

By carrying thig burden to tense-
ness, of fear, and anxiety, you are
actually utilizing two or  three
times the nervous energy, neces-
sary to conduct your affairs, Per-
haps you feel that you would be in
a worse state if you were on a
vacation, and were not where you
could watch things closely.
You'll have to take that chance
because you will get rid of the big
thing of which I spoke above—
routine.
