Raising 'White
Potatoes in

The following letter, which ap-
peared in the Guardian of Nov.
16, 1919, is republished by request,
on behalf of farmers in the Souris
district:—

Sir:—The first and most essen-
tial of all ig the selection’ of good
seed. Take your seed from tubers,
only using small potatoes when you
know they have been produced by
strong  healthy and productive
plants. I approve of having two
eves in every seed, if possible.
While cut the seed should be turn-
ed three or four times. First, leave
them in barrels or containers over
night; then empty: from one barrel
to the other or spread on floor
to the depth of eight or ten inches.
After forty-eight hours turn again,
leaving fop about three days, then
turn for the thirq time, Seed cared
for in this way will kep for five or
six weeks, 0

Second, comes the preparatior:
and fertiliation of the soil. Strong
vigorous plants cannot be produced
on land that has been poorly pre-
pared or that is deficient in avail-
able _plant food. Seed potatoes
sheuld he grown on land that has
been deeply ploughed and well sup-
plied with organic manure. The
best land I find for ra!sing potatoes
is where there was a crop of clover
grown. Plough this four or tive
inches deep., Any other hay land
is gool. = A pasture field will give a
favorable yield, but there is liable
to be considerable rot in the pota-
toes, but this can be avoided by
ploughing to the depth of two to
three inches early in the ‘summer,
then harrow, and plough again late
in the fall about two inches deeper
than first ploughing., I recommend
the using of ‘a potato planter for
the reason that you can apply the
fertilizer and seed at the one opera’
tion. Those white potatoes do much
better planted near the top of the
so'l. Space the rows from 32 to
36 inches apart and the seed in the
rows 8 to 12 inches. 'When the
young plants come through the
ground ahout two inches, they
shouid he covered over three or
four inches to kill out the young
weds and make a good sceq bed.
The crop should be cultivated as
frequently as may be necessary to
provide suitable growing condi-
tions. 'The more cultivation the
better. They requre at least four
cultivations with a cultivator and
the same with a horse-hoe $

Next comes the spraying and its
importance. Every effort should be
made to protect the plans from in.
jury by insects or fungous pests,
Leaf eating insects or rather “pota-
to bugs” can be effectively ¢ontroll-
ed anqg killed by thorough spraying
with arsenic:polsons, such ag arse-
nate ‘of lead, or arsenate of’zine or
paris green; and the fungous dis-
eases, such ag the early and late
blights, with the Bordeaux mixture,
Spraying should commence when
the potatoes are about six inches
high and continued every nine days
till the last of August or later, In
each of the first two sprayings use
o 1bs. of vitriol, 7 bs, of lime to 50
gallong of water per acie; to each
of the third and fourth sprayinge
use 7 lbs. of vitrol, ang 10 1bs. of
lime to the same amount of water,
and to each of the fifth and sixth
sprayings use 10 1bs, of vitriol ana
14 1bs. of 1'me (to the same amount
of water) Great care should be
taken in mjxing this Bordeauxp
mixture.  The vitriol should be
mixed in a separate vessel or cask
by jtseif and the lime like wige.

When
necessary to use the poison, it can
be ‘mixed with this Bordeaux mix-
ture in the proportion of from twd
to three pounds. per acre; be/ng dis-
solved in a pail of water before
hand.

With regard to the brand of fer-
tilizer, I would strongly adviss us-
ing grade 2-7-4 or 2-7-6 of the mixed
fertilizer. which you can have by
n’pplylng to E.L. Mclver, Kinkora,
P. E. 1., or if you profer the un-
mixed apply to J. H, Gill, Chanlot-
tetown.

“I am convinced that this is so
for a number of reasons, but chief-
ly from the actual knowledge I
have of what the men we have al-
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ervisors are keeping accurate tab
on what the men have done, and
the reports that are coming in are
most encouraging.
