WINTER GEAR SHIFTING TROU-
4 BLES

Cars that are kept in cold garag-
es'or alloweq to stand idle for long
periods out of doors in winter fre-
quently give trouble in regard to
changing gears. Not only it is
sometimeg next to impossible to en-
zage low speed or reverse, at
starting, because the gears cannot
be meshed, but it is not uncom-
mon to find that the shifting-lever
an hardly be moved from one posl-
fon to snother. The first namead
iifficulty is really a cluteh trouble,
yecasioned by the failure. of the
Iriven member of the clutch fully
o disengage itself from the fly-
wheel, on account of* the increased
vdhesiveness of the cold oil or
zrease between them. The clutch
:ontinues to run with the engine,
»ven when in disengaged -position,
carrying the clutech gears with it
ind preventing their meeting with
he ‘stationary gears. Thinning the
)il useq with a metal disc. cluten
or using thinner grease in the
clutch bearing is the remedy. KEn
zaging the gear required, before
the engine is started (with the
clutch held - disengaged) is anoth-
ar way of overcoming this difific-
ilty. The presence in the gearbox
»f grease, hardened by cold, gener-
illy accounts for trouble experien-
‘ed in moving the gearg from one

It becomes S0
solid between the gears and on the
rear slides that it can hardly be
ushed out o fthe way by the force
xerted through the shifting lever.

DR. BAMBRICK, RECTOR OF
YARMOUTH

Not many realize just how much
the average rector of a "town
church hasg to pass through. He
has the broad on one side and
the narrow on the other.
