Oats, wheat, barley in equal
parts, Grind part of this and hop-
per-feed as a mash keeping it be-
fore birds at all times, Use the
setme materials as a scratch grain,
fzeding this more heavnz' in late
afternoon or just befcre the birds
go to roost. Keep dark green, good
quality alfalfa or clover hay in
racks where the Ltirds can reach
it. Alfalfa is preferable, if avail-
able, and If the hay is soaked in
small lots, (seven to ten pounds
per one hundred hens per day), it
is surprising the amowti they will
eat. With this raticn skim milk
or butteremilk only should be used
as drink. This will require about
one gallon per day for each 25 to
20 birds. Milk must be us:d to
suvply necessary protein and if
water is given the b'rds will not
corsume snffic'ent milk,

000-foot,_altitude.

A packasbe of it goes with a Mae
West life belt and other packages
are placed in lif¢ rafts, The pack-
ages, water-proof, have a ripcord
for release by a castaway at will,
so that he can light up the water
around him whenever he thinks one
of his own planes is within range.

There had been recent claims
that the Administration did not
enjoy the confidence of the people,
Mr. King sald. If he felt that way
he added, it would be his duty to
ask for immediate dissolution of
Parliament.

But he did not share the view,
and if he chose to test it by call-
ing an immediate election, “there
would be throughout Canada not
rejoicing but consternation.”

He challenged any responsible
person to say Canada had not made
a “magnificent war effort,” anu
declared it would be “unthinkable
that all this means nothing to the
Canadian people.”

The results of the Ontario elec-
tions had reflected only the re-
action of the electors of that prov-
ince to the Provincial Administrat-
ion involved.

An election was held in March,
1940 and the Government Minis-
ters were every one elected, with a
majority of supporters in the House

greater than any party had ever
received before.
“The answer was decisive. The

great trust of the administration
of Canada’s affairs at a time of
war was placed in the hands of the
present government.”

That mandate had never peen
lost sight of; it was to centre first
interest upon winning the war, to
meet domestic problems and to plan
for the future.
