ACTUAL RESULTS

Shakespeare's plays but has it in an
element of truth. It is true that some
very excellent men have had their
early years crowded with faults.
Some indeed like Bunyan have sunk
to the lowest depths of degradation,
and yet have risen = to spiritual
heights ‘seldom attained by mortals.
But it is not necessary that the child
should be burned in order to make it
understand the nature of fire, that
poisonous fruit should be given it in
small doses  so that- it may know
what to avoid.

The weakness of = the statement,
‘‘best men are moulded out of faults’’
is that it is too sweeping. It is a
case of generalising on exceptional
instances. Frequently good swimmers
are drowned. It is surprising that
they should be and is remarked on,
and not a few maintain that good
swimmers, through the risks they
take, are more frequently drowned
than those unable to swim. This is
very faulty generalisation. The death
of a good swimmer receives undue
prominence, ~ whereas the death by
drowning of one unable to swim is
taken as a matter of course., So is
it with one who has led a vicious
life; when he has got control of  his
evil tendencies, the world wonders.
The very strength that enables a man
to pluck the foul weeds out of his
heart gives him
the workers for good, and the un-
thinking say that he is. ‘‘much more
the better'’ for having been ‘‘a little
bad.” ;

In the passage under study there is
a timid ‘‘they say,” a doubtful ‘‘for
the most,”” but there is no timidity
or uncertainty about St. Paul’s
words : ‘‘Be not deceived; God is not
mocked; for whatsoever a man soweth
that shall he also reap.’’ If a man
live viciously, abusing his body, he
may expect to reap physical suffer-
ing. If he harbor hate and avarice
and cruelty his soul becomes deprav-
ed, his will diseased. Make no ' mis-
take, grapes do not grow on thistles!
Even with these shining examples of
unrighteous men who have become
righteous, it will be found that _the
heart was never evil. King Hal had
cver noble aspirations. It only re-
quired responsibility to make him
find himself; but down the ages the
wild oats he sowed have been spread-
ing. A thousand youths have been
mimics of his early life, and have
made his boyish pranks an excuse for
their faults.

Men who have -sinned and suffered
for their sins strongly realise the na-
ture of evil; having found light they
are impelled to help others. Bunyan
deplored the darkness in which he had
lived. He knew that he had been the
means of dragging others down. The
tares he had sown had spread to
other lives, it was his duty to undo
the harm he had done. On his dead
self he rose to higher things, but he
was not content to stand there
alone. He reached out a helping hand
to every falterer. Standing on the
rock of Christian endeavor he,
through his own past, felt the need
of helping others out of the slough
of Despond. It is with such rare ex-
ceptions as Bunyan in mind that the
world says, ‘‘Best men are moulded
out of faults.””
