He said
the plant was a manufacturing establish-
ment. The raw materials were gathered
by the leaves from the atmosphere and by
the roots from the soil, Allraw material
has to be dissolved before the root can
take it up and the solution must be very
wenk. That is there must be an abund~
ance of moisture in the soil: The
material dissolved in the water is carried
up through the stem of the green leaves
where it comes in contact with the carbon
dioxide which has been gathered frow
the atmosphere. The dissolved material,
which has been taken from the manure
that was put on the ground, the carbon
dioxide and some of the water is used to
build up the plant material the
carbo-hydrates and the proceeds;
but the great part of the water
is yassed, off into the almosphere.
We have little idea how much water is
passed off intothe atmosphere daily by
plants. An authority on this subject
tells us an ordinary tree passes off eight
barrels of water on an ordinmy sunny
day. Besides this water that is passed
off the plants keep a great lot of water
in themselves. A copy of turnips is over
0% water. If plants cannot get water
they cannot make growth, Ifone thing
