LONGER SENTENCES
ARE REQUIRED

LONDON, May 4—If magistrates |
feel they must impose a sentence of !
imprisonment, let the sentence be!
long énough to give the prison auth-:
orities a chance of making it remedi-
al and not merely deterrent.

' This was the plea submitted by Sir
Willlam Joynson-Hicks when he ad-
dressed the discharged Prisoners’ Aid
Society. As Home Secretary Sir Wil-
liam is responsible for the conduct ot
prisons and for any revision in the
length of sentences.

"“I know it will make it worse for
the Home Secretary,” he continued.
“There will be complaints and press-
ure put on him to let people out of
prison becaus three months is'too
long for the crime. But I will stand
the racket of that.”

It was impossible to do anything
in building up the character of a man
under three months. Hard labor in
some prisons today was the real thing,
not of the old type but real work,
physical drill, mental education, and
attempts at moral improvement.

“I want to protest against short
sentences,” Me continued, “They make
it ‘almost impossible for the work of
the Prison Commissioners to be as
remedial as it ought to be.”

Out of every hundred women sen-
tenced, on an average only two got
more than six months, while 81 per-
cent got less than a month. It was
impossible for the prison authorities
to do any work at all with that 81
per cent. Of men 59 per cent got less
than a month, he said.

WINDSOR, Ont., May 4.—Originat-
ing ‘as a villlage 17 years ago, Ford
City has developed since into one of
the most aggressive municipalities
along the Essex frontler. After at-
taining ‘a population of 15,000 the
community moved for separation from
Essex county jurisdiction and on
June 1, it will become the city of
East Windsor, becoming a city in fact
as well as in name,

The phenomenal strides of this
enterprising community were due, of
course, t6 the establishment there of
the Ford Motor company of Canada’s
big plant but other enterprises of im-
portance has been located in Ford
City and the town has become well
known in other sections'of Canada
and in Great Britain as a prosperous

industrial center and a healthful
community.
So Windsor has surrendered its

position as the only city in the west-
ern peninsula of Ontario and has ex-
tended congratulations to the new
city of East Windsor which, under its
new name, will become better known,
it is' expected.

Appropriate ceremonies will mark
the passing of Ford City and the ad-
vent of East Windsor, on June 1. A
special election will be held June 8
for the election of a mayor and nine
aldermen,
