Cotton seed should
be bright yellow in colour and have
a nutty flavour. As already stnted

t has Its limitations as a feed It
Ls suitable for the production of
milk, but must not be fed in large
quantities, particularly as cattle
are being broken to this form of

feed
It should .always be fed with a
succulent and laxative feed and
with a bulky ration., There is some
danger, on account of its stimulat-
ing quautles to feed large quanut-
les and particularly during the
period of freshening of dairy catt]e
Not more than from two to three
pounds & day are recommended un-
der ordinary and favourable con-
ditions. Cotton seed is not at all
suitable for pigs and 1is rmather
dangerous feed to offer young atock
of any kind, particularly calves
and pigs, officlals state. In fatten-
ing cattle, it may be included in
the ration very gradually and in
any case, not in large quantities.
Cotton seed meal, while a valu-
able source of proteln is not as
satisfactory or as safe in general
feeding as is linseed oil meal. In
the purchase of cotton seed m.eal,
farmers are advised to be careful
and start with small quantities in
the cases in which it is specially
suited. In any event, it would be
well not to use this product for
