The Jail was also visited, and we have
nothing to add to previous reports on
this institution, and hope that new
premises will shortly be furnished
outside the . city limits. The youthful
prisoners therein found, suggest that
some great change be made as soon as
possible. .
The escape of the prisoner, Collings,
could mot, in our opinion, have been made
over the fence without assistance.

Your Committee have ma. h p 12asure in
reporting that steady and continoed
progress has been made during the past
year by the Parent Saciety, in the circu-
lation of God's Word. In our Island
Province some progress has been attained
n awakening the people to a deeper
interest in the work of the Bible Society.
In the month of June last, Rev. James
Thomas, a delezate from the Beitish and
Foreign Bible Society to the Missionary
E:umenical Conference, held in the City
of New York, visited this Province, and
on Sunday, June 10th, preached two
sermons in Charlottetown, viz: one in
Zion Caurch, and one in the First
Meathodist Church,shuwing the importance
of the work done by the Society, and its
vast magnitude. Very large conzregations
wera in attendaace on bith ozsasions, and
evincad the daep2st inberest in the
discourses.

Ou Monday evening, Juane 10th, a
public meeting was held in Simmerside,
ddressed by M- Taons, having for its
object the extension of the work of the
Society. A Branch Auxiliary was on this
occasion formed, which, it is sincerely
hoped, will do much to advance the cause
of the Bible Society in oar Western
Capital. ‘

Oa Tuesday, June 1llth, Mr. Thomas
addressed a special meeting, held in the
Baptist Church, Charlottetown, which
was attended by those more immediately
interested in the work of the Society, and
who desircd to forward that work so far
as lay in their pewer.

On the 5th ‘Oetober, Thomas M.
McKelvie, Esq., Travelling Secretary of
the Auxiliary Bible Societies of New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, visited the
Island, and held public meetings at
Alberton, Kensington, Pownal and

by him on the objects and work of the
British and Foreign Bible Society. The
meeting at Alberton was large and
appreciative, and cohtributed ljberally
toward the expenses of the delegation.
A Branch Society was organized, and the
outlook is encouraging;to the friends of
the Society. At Kensington a branch was
organized and officers appointed.

The Presbyterian congregation at
Princetown has for many years contributed
to the funds of the Bible Society,and may
be regarded as a Branch Society, with
Rav.J. M. Fisher as its President. At
Cornwall another Branch has been
organized with the usual oficers.

The terrible rain storms of the 10th and
11th of October,prevented public meetings
at Princetown, Centreville ard Tryon. A
Revival Meesting at Hunter River pre-
eluded the holding of a meeting there,
under the auspices of the Bible Society.
Collectiorns were taken up at all the
[ meetings held by Mr. MoKelvie. The
amount received by him was suffieient to
cover all his travelling expenses, and to
leave & small surplus, which was paid by
him to the Treasurer of this Auxiliary.

Your Committee regret to state that the
.amint collected in Charlottetown by the
Collector, in aid of the Saciety, is decreas-
ipg vear by year. .The total receipts for
the City, for the year just ended, amount
to $283.20; the remittance to the Parent
Society, as a free contribution, was
$200.00, and on purchase account, $82.E8.
Chas. Palmer, Esq., Q. C., and John
T. Mellish, Esq., Trustees of the estate of
the late Judge Young, appointed by His
Honor the Master of the Rolls, repors
that although the estate is not yet wound
up in the Court, the amount remitted by
Mr. Palmer to the Parent Society, up to
this date, is $6,649.23. The estate consists
of tenement houses, which are mueh out
of repair, and diffizult to dispose of at
present. *

Weare mueh gratified in reporting that

the grand and glorious work of the
Parent Society, in printing and eirculat-

ing the Sacred Scriptures, is advancing
with increased progress. Every year,

new doors are opened for the enirance of
God's Word, and the day will certainly
com?, whan every nation under Heaven,

Your Commitee trust that ere.long all
the chief centres of population in this
Province, which have not already taken

action, will organize a Branch Society for
the purpose of co-operating with this
Auxiliary in forwarding the work of the
grand old Parent Society of the Mother
Country. We are much pleased with
what has already been accomplished in
this direction, and extend our heartiest
thanks to Mr, McKelvie for his leeturing
tour through a large portion of this
Island, in the iuterests of the Society
during last Autumn, Should he favor us

British Foreign! Bible Society is not
known in every district in Lhe province of
Prince Edward Island.

The Bible Society is the rock upon
which all other societies are founded,
The reports to hand state that the closing
year of the19th century has witnessed
the largest circulation of the Scriptures
in the history of the society, but against
that there is a falling offin the receipts,
doubtless caused to a large extent by the
war in South Africa and the famine in

{India. During the year 770 colporteurs

have been employed and one million and
one half copies of the Word were sold
translated into353 languages. He deplored
the introduction of cheap literature into
the home and impressed his hearers with
the fact that a taste for the Scriptures
should be cultivated. The truths of the
grand old Book sheuld be enstilled in the
minds of ull. It should be talked over
and prayed over by every teacher and
leader.

Rev. G. P. Raymond in moving the
adoption of the report as read by Mr.
Oxenham said that the 96th annual
report of the British and Foreign Bible
Societyindicates a larger circulation than
ever before. Today 25,000,000 people study
the same S. S. Lessons, and 2,500,600
teachers meet with their classes.

During the year 45 additional colporteurs
have been employed and today 532 Bible
women labor under the direction of
missionary societies in India, Ceylon,
China and Japan. These Bible women
read to 35,000 women each week and
2,200 are taught toread. Besides teaching
27,000 copies of the Word were circulated.
Mr. Raymond then dealt at length
with the manner of distribution and the
unmber of languages into which the
Scriptures were translated.

Rev. Mr. Raymond moved that
the same officers as last year be re-elected
with the addition of John McPhail as
Vice President in place of T. C. James,
resigned.He also moved the following
additions to committee: Joseph Knight,
I. T. McKenzie, C. H. Chandler, Artemas
Lord. Collector, S. McMurray.

Rev.J. W. McConnell and Rev. D, B.
McLeod also spoke at length of the
influenee of the Bible upon the nineteenth
and twentieth centuries.
