Canada No Longer
Senior Member Of
Commonwealth

OTTAWA, Jan. 27 (CP)
Canada, in another contribution to
the evoluticn of the Common-
wealth of Nations, has indicated
that she no longer  accepts the
theory that she is the eldest
daughter of a mother country and
therefore entitled to certain forms
of seniority and priority in Com-
monwealth affairs.

The Government has signified to
other Commonwealth nations that
her familiar role as “senior domin-
ion” is hardly compatible with
the accepted doctrine, officially
rooted in the 1931 Statute of West-
minster, that all the members are
equal and autonomous.

In a partnership of equals, Can-
ada feels there should be no sen-
iorities, elther for the  so-called
mother country, the United g-
dom, or for what used to be called
Dominions but which now refer to
themselves as “members of the
Commonwealth.”

The mother country complex is
dying out. e Dcrminions no
longer consider® themselves what
some American writers call “Brit-
ain's Dominions.” Canada has in-
d_jcn.ted. internally, that her of-
ficlal name {s merely Canada or
the Government of Canada and
mot the Dominion of Canada.

It has been left to the members
of the Commonwealth to decide
for themselves whether to call it
the British Commonwealth or plain
Commonwealth of Nations. Can-
ada apparently in a mood accepted
by the majority, adheres to Com-
monwealth .

Britain now {s formally known
as the United Kingdom, Its for-
mer  Dominions Office is called
the Commonwealth  Office. And
tomorrow India becomes a republic
and still retains membership in
this loose, informal association of
states whose sole formal link is
the crown.
