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ARMORED AEROPLAN

B
FOR USE IN BATTLE.

NEW YORK, Jan. 4—Army people
interested in = aviation are keenly
watching the evolution of an armored
monoplane, which is being built as an
experiment at the ‘factory of the
Sloane Aeroplane Company at No.
823 Belmont Avenue, Brooklyn.
The craft is the idea of John E.
Sloane, a young engineer of means,
in Montclair, N. J. In
his aeroplane he follows the stand-
ard lines of the Bleriot monoplane.
The size of the craft is apout the

The difference between this machine
and the usual exhibition craft, lies
in its car. The car, or body, of the
craft will be entirely enclosed and
covered with light armor. The place
where the aviator usually sits will
be converted into a long, torpedo-
like cab. ;
The craft is:designed wkolly as a
fighting machine and for this reason
it will carry two passengers. The
armored  cab in which they will ride
will be blunt .at the front end and
gradually taper in hextagon shape
to the. extremity of the tail. This
formation is supposed to give less
resistance and create lees disturb-
as the aeroplane
darts forward. The air closes easily
upon the tapering body and is sup-
posed actually by means of reaction
to help push the crait forward.
The car will have port holes cov-
ered with mica in thebettom, at
each side and in front. Most of the
top will consist of a mica superstruc-
ture inside of the armof. The armor
1-16 inch in thickness, will be arrane-
ed in movable plates that slide
back and forth so as to give the
occupants of the car an opportunity
to scan their surroundings at will.
Adjustable binocular glasses will
be fixed to some of the port holes,
which will make the work. of observa-
tion very easy for the scouts. The
cah will also be pierced with rifle
ports, through which the defending
scout can thrust his noiseless gun
and attack the aeroplane gsent out hy
the enemy. An effort will be made to
provide a way of absorbing anv
shock of rifle recoil.
Under the car there will be affixed
a .bomb-throwing device similar to
the apparatus being tested in France
by the American Lieutenant Riley
Scott. Tt is proposed to use this pro-
jector in order to fire picrate of pot-
ash bombs and shells filled with cyno-
gen, a £as8 8O deadly that its fumes
cause death for more than a mile
around the spot where it is liberated
in any quantity.
The aviator or pilot of the craft
will ride in front with all his steer-
ing gear and throttles and levers be-
fore him. 'The actual scout, who
makes the map,
and sends the wireless messages, Wwill
sit behind the aviator, slightly to
one ,side, so as to give him an
unimpeded view of his surroundings.
Before him he will have a compass,
a barograph, a tiny drawing table
with the cardboard securely fixed, a
pad sunk in the table, and to an-
other side he will have his wireless
outfit.” The aerials will run  from
the top of the craft.
