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CHARLOTTETOWN'S SHOPPING DAY

This is Charlottetown’s special shopping day and
our merchants'are well prepared for it and have made
the necessary arrangements with the railway for great-
ly reduced fares from all points of the province. As
already stated Christmas shopping this year is earlier
than usual and the boom is now on. Never before
have the stores been so well provided with goods suit-
able for the Christmas season.  With wonderful
adaptability to changed conditions the merchants have
anticipated the peculiar needs of this particular Christ-
mas so that selection is easy, not only in the matter
of choosing gifts for those who are away, but for all
the needs of the home. No doubt the attendance of
buyers from the different points along the railway
will be large to-day. The Christmas spirit is in the
air.  Shopping and social intercourse are stronger
inducements at this season than at any other and we
trust that both buyers and sellers will have good cause
to be satisfied with the day’s results.

RETURNED SOLDIERS

A good deal has been said of late, and much more
will be said later on, regarding the securing of employ-
ment for returped soldiers. By the term ‘ returned
soldiers " is meant now, and shall be meant till the
war is over, men wounded or incapacitated from mili-
tary duty. The range will cover every form of injury
or illness from absolute helplessness to a slight injury
which will permit its victim to engage in practically
apy employment engaged in before the war. We shall
have all these forms to provide for, and those having
employment to offer will be asked to make room, if
possible, for returned soldiers.

On the face of it the matter is easy, so far as those
are concerned who are capable of filling their former
or similar positions, for did we not all shout our
approval of such prospective generosity on the part of
employers when the boys were going away? Did we
not promise them the best we had to give on their
return? And did we not say how much we would do
for them if they came back wounded? Yes, we did.

Now, in anticipation of the return of our boys, we
have entrusted a committee with the carrying out of
our promises. The committee, every member of which
is enthusiastic in the cause and will, we believe, go to
any possible length in carrying out the purpose for
which he was appointed, must necessarily depend on
the employers of labourto provide employment for the
fit or the partially fit. As far as the helpless are con-
cerned, that is an entirely different matter. These
must be provided for and the committee may be de-
pended upon to deal with the matter in:the best
interests of all concerned.

But as to employers and their opportunities for
helping the committee ont ; this also has its own diffi-
culties. Employers, not only now, but always, have
their full quota of hands. It would be a delicate matter
to create vacancies for the sole purpose of making
room for others, even though the others be returned
soldiers. And it would not be business to dismiss
skilled hands to make room for unskilled, though the
unskilled be returned soldiers. Moreover, we need not
look for much of this sacrifice to be indulged in on
the part of employers, be their patriotism and their
generosity ever so ardent.

One man, and one only, so far as we have learned,
has undertaken to offer a solution that: will at least
teet pait of the difficulty, according to a news item
now going the. rounds of the press. ‘Here it is:—A
fisheries officer in Noya Scotia' writes to' the Marine
and Fisheries Department: “ I beg to inform the De-
partment that I am an aged man, too old to go to the
battlefield, but I shall be pleased at any time to tender
my resignation from the position that I now hold, in
.favour of any disabled soldier returnmg from the
front.”

“ We do not know, this man'’s circiimstances or what
the sglafy attached to the office means for him. He
may- be mdependent this salary may be his chief
means of support; ‘he' ‘may be nearing the natural end
of his"term anyway, or political “opponents may be
chasing him up for his job. But, be the cause what
it may, he has set an example which may be followed
with advantage to others similarly situated and to the
returned soldiers.

AN INCONCLUSIVE PEACE

In a recent address President Wilson expressed
the belief—including a hope—that the Allies would
not make an inconclusive peace with Germany ; that it
must be a peace which will insure the world against a
repetition of such a horror and such:a welter of blood
for all time to eome.

There are good reasons why the United States
should desire such a peace, should look forward with
the keenest anxiety to the final crushmg of Germany
for that and only that is what is involved in a con-
clusive peace.

German diplomats have more than ‘once expressed
their aspirations and their ambmons They were
innocently candid before the war int voicing their hopes
and their intentions. In the words of the card player,
they “showed their hand ” too soon and, as a result,
the world, as well as the United States, knows the kind
of game they set out to play and their manner of
playmg it.

It is known that in her quest for a place in the
sun Germany has long had her covetous eyes fixed
upon South America.  The Monroe doctrine, hitherto,
has been a kind of “keep off the grass” influence
which it might be unsafe for Germany to defy until
after she had measured her strength with the world
powers that might raise objections.
in the present war, the Monroe Doctrine would be but
a very insignificant “scrap of paper.” Should she
come out of the war uncrippled and with a second
fighting chance she would still be eligilbe for a tilt
with the Monroe Doctrine. It is because of these
possibilities that the United States to-day is praying
for a conclusive peace in Europe.

Further significance has recently been given to

anti-bellum German hints by a letter which appeared
in. “The New York Times,” written by one E.
Koellig, who is evidently a typicil German and a
typical disciple of German Kultur, After prophesying
with respect to German occupation of South America
that “we will get there sooner or later,” this writer
says:
“1It certainly is a shame tbat we .Germans should
have to fight for a place in the sun when the entire
South American continent is scarcely inhabited and
its people hold their arms open to receive our civilisa-
tion, and that a ‘ phrase ’ like the * Monroe Doctrine’
should keep us out.

“I know the entire South Amerncan continent and
all the countries from Rio Grande to Panama very
well, having travelled and lived there for over twenty
years. Therefore, I am fully acquainted with the
virtues of the people and their needs. German in-
fluence and control of a part of the continent south of
the United ‘States are the only way by which the
Latin-American people can reach perfection and gain
their ideals because their assimilation to Anglo-Saxon
ideals of government, intellectual needs, and mode of
living is impossible.

“ Latin-American temperament must be handled
with firmness such as only German goverriment is
capable of, and the so-called democratic principles, by

in things he knows nothing of, will not do in Latin-
American countries, I am confident that a few years
of German influence and methods in these countries
would make a complete change in; the character of
the people, and a four-year compulsory service in the
army would do more for them than a million mis-
sionaries from the United States.”

to ruling virtues “ such as only German government
is capable of,” may well be passed over in view of all
that has happened so recently, but the United States
cannot blind itself to the German menace involved in
the oft-expressed hopes of finding a suitable place in
the sun. Should the present war end with Germany
able to reorganise its forces and its deviltry the United
States will not be able to maﬂntam such a proﬁtab[e
neutrality when the next trouble comes on. It is
because of this and things like this, involving other
nations as well, that the war must not be allowed to
finish up with an mconclusnve peace
