Sees Flaws In
U. $. Plans For
Atomic Control

(By The Associated Press)

, Jan. 24—The Soviet
magazine New Times declared to-
day that three basic flaws exist
in Bernard Baruch's -plan for
atomic energy control and ex-
claimed that his recommendation
for continued United States pro-
duction of atém bombs disclosed
“where the dog lles buried!”

The Soviet publication” said that
the three flaws were:

1, The proposed internat-
fonal atomic energy authority
would be independent of the
United Natlons security coun-
cil in its activitles and would
be dominated by the United
States as has been the U.N.

2. Atomic energy as envis-
aged by Baruch would oper-
ate ke a “real world atomis
trust” which oould dispose of
all resources and run all the
work on atomic energy in all
countries.

3. Baruch proposed to delay
indefinitely the transfer to
the atomic authority control
of work being done in the
United States in the sphere
of atomic energy.

Another editorial in New Times,
discussing the problems to be
faced by the Big Four foreign
ministers in their meeting in
Moscow in March, charged that
the western powers were not de-
sirous of carrying out reparations
agreements on Germany stipulat-
ed in the Potsdam agreement.

It ocharged Britain and the
United States with taking valu-
able properties out of Germany,
and said in the case of the Brit-
ish zone that 30 per cent of cur-
rent production in some indus-
tries is being imported to Brit-
ain,

New Times also declared that
| the Soviet Union “does not rec-
! ognize immunity for princes of
the Catholic Church” in connec-
tion with political activity, and
sald the Vatican has ‘“openly set
its course for a struggle against
democracy.”

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Taggart Discusses
Farm Floor Prices

WINNIPEG, Jan. 24 —(CP) —
Floor prices were described here
today by J. G. Taggart, chairman
of the Agricultural Prices Support
Board, as stabilizing farm produce
tion even if the support prices were
not as high as farmers would like.

He told the annual conventjon of
the National Dairy Council of Oa~
nada that floor prices would also
probably reduce the cost of trans-
ferring commodities from producer
to consumer, and this without the
necessity for any government sub-
sidy.

While outlining advantages of a
price support program, to which he
sald the federal govermment was
committed, Mr. Taggart sald he did
not know how long such a pro-
gram would remain in operation,
nor did he know the specific price
levels which would be applied.

Foreseeing support prices as aid-
ing In maintenance of dairy pro-
duction he sald census returns for
1041 indicated that only 6 1-2 per
cent of farmers derived the:r chlef
income from milk.
