MANY POSSIBILITIES ‘
\ OVER HOME RULE,

There are many possibilities, assum-
ing that the Home Rule Bill becomes
law by next June. In the bill as it
stands now is a clause that the Irish
parliament may meet within one
month ‘of the passage of the bill but
‘it must meet within twelve months’’
from that date.” Another clause says
that the Irish ministry may be ap-
pointed before the Irish parliament
is elected. So once the bill is passed
there may ,.be an appointment of a
ministry in = August and the assem-
bling of the next parliament.in the
following February, or the ministry
may not be appointed until the six
months prior to the assembling of an
Irish-parliament in 1915,

According to present prospects—
and this is the wish of the’ Liberal
allies of the Nationalists—the Irish
parliament will not assemble before
June of 1915,  This is the earliest
date the Asquith ministry can use
the parliament act to pass the plurai
voting bill.
