Mr. Bennett urged the Conference
should take prompt measures to
bring an effective programme into
operation, declaring “we should not
hazard our 'chances of success by
over-caution; we must prepare .to
take risks, recognizing that new
problems call in large measure for
reorientation of viewpoint.” !
