Nicholas II of Russia is thirty-two
years of age and has reigned for some-
thing over ten years. He bears an ill-
starred name. Nicholas the TFirst died
of bitter disappointment —and despair
during the Crimean war fifty years ago.
Among the earlier important acts of the
present Czar's reign was the unjust com-
pact with Germany and France to deprive
Japan of the rightful fruits of her victory
over China, This was followed by the
long series of aggressions in the Far East
which eventual drove Japan to declare
war against Russia.

In the meantime Nicholas 1I had
cstentatiously posed as the friend of
peace. In the summer of 1899 he called
together the famous Poaace Conference at
The Hague which was attended by 100
delegates representing all the leading
civilized nations. At that memorable
gathering resolutions were adopted and
machinery provided for the settlement of
international disputes by arbitration. As
a result the Czar gained a great name in
the world for his wisdom and humanity.
Some sanguine peace-lovers were thereby
led to hope and believe that there would
be no more great wars among the nations
And that was but six years ago, in the
summer of 1899,
