OHICAGO, July 17—Reports
persisted  today, despite denials
irom the prihcipals involved, that
a ‘deal” was impending or al-
ready completed whereby William
Heirens would formally confess
the Suzanne Degnan kidnap-kill-
ing and two other slayings in re-
twrn tor a life sentence recom-
mendation.
